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ABSTRACT

English: This study explores the awareness level of Scheduled Tribe (ST) women in
Gadchiroli district regarding the provisions of the Panchayat (Extension of Scheduled
Areas) (PESA) Act, 1996 and examines their role in utilizing the benefits provided under
the Act. The research adopts mixed methods including survey, interviews and focus
group discussions to assess their knowledge base, participation in local governance and
challenges faced in accessing PESA benefits. The findings reveal that while some
Scheduled Tribe women actively participate in Gram Sabha meetings and decision-
making processes, a significant knowledge gap persists due to socio-cultural barriers,
limited education and inadequate inclusion efforts. The study highlights the need for
targeted awareness programmes, increasing women'’s representation in administration
and policy interventions to empower Scheduled Tribe women by effectively utilizing
PESA provisions. Strengthening their role in self-governance will contribute to improving
social and economic development in tribal communities.
