afterwared introduced in Japan by an Indian Brahmin named Bodhi in eighty
century A.D. the tune bodhi sattava was prescribed exclusively for the Buddhist
Bhikhus in religious functions and perhaps this name of tune was given after the
name of the Loard Buddha or the Brahmin Bodhi. As regards the tune Bairo, some

are of the opinion that it was no ofher than the Raga Bahiravi of Indian System of
Music."
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
