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INTRODUCTION 

Anything in the environment which can be used is called a ‘natural resource’. Protecting the 

environment from destruction is called conservation of environment. 

Some of our important natural resources are forest, wildlife, water, coal & petroleum. 

The resources of the earth are limited because of the rapid increase in population.  The demand for 

resources is increasing day by day. The proper management can ensure that the natural resources 

are used judiciously so that they fulfill the needs of present generation and also last for the 

generations to come.

The people in rural India have used a large 

number of water collecting methods to capture as much rainwater as possible which had fallen on 

their land. Some of the methods used for this were: Digging of small pits and lakes, Building of 

small earthen dams, construction of long wall of earth to trap water, construction of sand and 

limestone reservoirs and setting up of roof top water collecting units. All these methods of 

collecting and saving rain water have recharged the depleting ground water levels. 

 The advantage of rain water harvesting is that it increases the availability of ground water

and helps in overcoming water shortage.
